STUDENT ACADEMIC GRIEVANCE

Academic grievances are categorized as GRADE-RELATED or NON-GRADE RELATED TO CLASSROOM. Grade-related
grievances should be resolved following the Grade Challenge Policy. Non-grade related instructional issues should be
resolved following the Student/Instructor Conflict Resolution Policy.

NOTE: Under certain circumstances students may not be allowed to continue in class until the grievance or appeal is
resolved.
